About the Isle of the Blessed Pagan Festival
The Isle of the Blessed pagan Festival is a retreat  filled with activities, workshops,fun and food. This is our
first year and we are looking forward to making this a success and a reoccurring event.

The Site
Camp Moorecroft is in Nanoose Bay, a twenty five minute drive from downtown Nanaimo. It is located on an
ocean front property with 85 acres of land to explore. There are several small cabins nestled into the woods,
all the bunks in the cabins come with mattresses. The camp has two wash houses with hot showers. There
is a large kitchen and dining facilities, children's playground, playing field and hiking paths. An ocean front
beach is available for swimming. The weekend is clothing required at all times except the activities that
are clothing optional.

Kids Area
There will be some children's activities scheduled as well as childcare. Parents if you are using childcare
please volunteer to help with childcare so everyone gets a chance to participate. Children are everyone's
responsibility so if you see a child unattended by the waterfront please escort it back to his/her parents.

Volunteer Time
Please indicate on your registration form what times you prefer for volunteering.  Presenting a workshop
or ritual, while greatly appreciated, is not considered volunteer time. Volunteering is required to make
this retreat a success for everyone. Please ensure your volunteer time does not conflict with any workshops
you may be leading. Adults and children 12 and older are expected to volunteer.

The cabins are heated with mattresses but you will need to bring your own sleeping bags and pillows.

While we will try our best to accommodate your preference for roommates, this, it is
not guaranteed.

Registration 
To register, send in your completed Registration Form and full fees (no partial payments, please).
Registration fees can be paid by cheque or money order. Sorry, no personal cheques accepted after July
15, 2004 – cash or money order only. Registrations will be date stamped on the day they are received. NSF
cheques will result in a $20.00 charge and the registration will be null and void. 
• Please use one Registration Form per person 12 and over. 
• Minors (anyone under 18) must be listed on an adult’s form. 
• Registrations are not transferable. 
• You may photocopy the registration form as needed. 
• Registration closes August 15st, 2004. 
• There is a maximum of 60 registrants allowed,openings will be filled in postmark order with full

payment.

Registering Children
All children must be listed on their parent's Registration Form. Adults registering with minors for whom they
are not the legal parent or guardian must include a letter from the parent or guardian granting permission
with the registration.

Refunds
Full refunds will be given for cancellations made prior to July 15, 2004. Refunds are not transferable and will
be issued out only in the registrant’s name. If you cancel before July 15, you will be sent your refund as soon
as your cheque has cleared. After that time, however, the refunds will be mailed after the Festival
concludes. Please let us know as soon as possible if you need to cancel. Registrations may not be
transferred to another person. After July 31st a 35$ administration fee will be charged, this fee will be taken
directly from the registration fees and the remainder will be issued back to the registrant.

Confirmation Package
After we have received your registration, we will send you a confirmation packet containing a receipt and
proof of registration and a map to the site.  If you are not registered and show up you will be turned away.

LAWS FOR A SAFE AND CONGENIAL WEEKEND – PLEASE READ
CAREFULLY

1. You are responsible for your own and your child’s safety and behavior at all times, including any other
minors in your charge. 

2. No animals will be admitted except seeing eye and “assist” dogs. 
3. No illegal substances are allowed on site. Strictly enforced.
4. No littering. Recycling is encouraged. Litter bags/recycling and waste receptacles will be available at the

dinning hall and other designated areas. Do not throw litter in the ocean.  
5. Absolutely no litter (including cigarette butts) in sacred fires. Please ask if you are not sure. 
6. Smoking will be allowed in designated areas only.  No smoking in the cabins.
7. No loud amplified music. 
8. No cutting or defacing of Camp property or any other property. Strictly enforced. 
9. No photographs of other people without their express permission. 
10.Bring your own flashlight as night lighting is limited. 
11.Please respect the camp curator's  faith, any defacing of their religious symbols will result in immediate

expulsion from the camp.
12.Clothing required at all times other than activities that are designated clothing optional.
13.No alcohol permitted, this will be strictly enforced.
14.Fires in designated areas only.

IMPORTANT NOTE: Anyone breaking any of the above, and/or acting inappropriately or in such a
manner as to affect the safety or enjoyment of the camp by others will, at the discretion of the camp
organizers, be asked to leave the premises and will not be granted a refund of any fees.
There will be NO ADMITTANCE before 1:00pm on Friday September 17th. If you show up before this time
you will be turned away. Setup will be done by the camp coordinators, but everyone is expected to
participate in camp breakdown and clean up. Our goal is to leave the camp cleaner than we found it.
